THE FIRST OCCUPANT LIVED HERE UNTIL HISRETIRE-
MENT IN 1939. OF THE 14 SUBSEQUENT MANAGERS, 12
LIVED IN THISHOUSE. IT WASCONVERTED TO ‘THE MINE
MANAGERSHOUSE INN BED AND BREAKFAST IN 1987.
